Abstract.

The challenges of new cultural history in the history of representation have found
reflection in various fields of contemporary historical scholarship. For example, the
development of gender history was directly linked to the general processes described above,
and subsequent changes have developed even more intensively. Gender history emerged in the
West in the late 1970s and early 1980s as a new interdisciplinary academic field—gender
studies. In the 20th century, the search for sources was inevitable when, in the 1960s, the
rapidly developing women's movement gave new impetus to the desire to convey feminist
consciousness in historically retrospective form. At that time, many young scholars from
Western Europe and America believed it was necessary to study women's history, to explore
the past, and to rely on information relevant to both genders, in line with the demands of the
present. The subsequent 1990s saw a noticeable surge of interest in women's history.
Publications on this topic became regular columns in dozens of scholarly journals. A large
number of studies were published annually across all periods and regions, and the synthesis of
works at various levels covered virtually all issues related to women's lives in past eras. Until
the mid-1970s, there was a desire to "reconstruct the historical life of women," particularly
"women's history." Professors in this field helped uncover many unknown pages of the history
of various eras and peoples, but this descriptive approach soon revealed its limitations.
Representatives of another school, which emerged in the mid-1970s, sought to explain the
alternative life experiences and conflicting interests of women from different social categories.
Drawing on feminist neo-Marxist theory, which incorporated the factor of gender difference
into traditional class analysis, it defined the status of history as a specific combination of
individual, gender, family-group, and class characteristics, a view that persisted into the 1970s
and 1980s. In the 20th century, the renewal of feminist theory, the expansion of the
methodological base of interdisciplinary research, and the creation of new explanatory models
influenced the emergence of "women's history." The concepts of man and woman were
reconsidered. In the 1980s, the main category of analysis became the elimination of gender and
psychological determinism, which reduced the process of formation and reproduction of
gender identity to the individual subject's individual family experience, its structural
constraints, and historical sources. The distinction between gender studies is determined by
the concepts of "individual gender" and "general gender." Gender status, hierarchy, and
behavior are determined not by nature, but by institutions of social control and cultural
traditions, and increased gender consciousness at the individual level supports the existing
system of relations of dominance and subordination in all spheres. In this context, gender status
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is one of the constituent elements of social hierarchy and the distribution of power, authority,
and property.
